POWER SUPPLY

Your clock is designed to operate on 
alternating 230 Volts 50Hz power supply. 

Connected the DC plug of the supplied 

adaptor to DC jack (8) of the clock and plug

into the AC outlet. The clock starts running 
when the plug is connected into a power outlet.
The entire display will flash meaning the 

incorrect time is being displayed. This is a
normal condition and will stop when the
correct time has been set.
12 OR 24 HOUR FORMAT

The current time is displayed with PM indicator 

ON when it is PM time. Press and hold the TIME 

SET BUTTON (4) and ALARM SET BUTTON (3) 

together for more than 3 seconds will toggle 

between 12 hour and 24 hour format. 

ALARM ON INDICATOR

A dot appears in the lower right hand corner of the display indicating that the alarm has been set.

TIME SETTING

Press and hold the TIME SET BUTTON (4) and press the HOUR BUTTON (5) and the MINUTE BUTTON (6) to set the desired time. Be sure to set it correctly in 12 or 24 hour format. If it is 12 hour format, the PM Indicator will be ON when the clock is reading PM time and OFF when reading AM time.

ALARM TIME SETTING

Press and hold the ALARM SET BUTTON (3) and press the HOUR BUTTON (5) and the MINUTE BUTTON (6) to set the desired alarm time. Be sure to set it correctly in 12 or 24 hour format. If it is 12 hour format, be sure to set it correctly in the AM or PM mode.

PROJECTION ON/OFF

Slide the PROJECTION ON/OFF SELECTOR (1) to ON, the current time will be projected on the ceiling or on the wall. The projection clock will not work at power down mode.

ALARM AND SNOOZE FUNCTION

To activate the alarm, move the ALARM ON/OFF SWITCH (2) to ON position. When the alarm sounds, press the SNOOZE BUTTON (7) on the top of the clock and the alarm will be quiet for 4~ 5minutes and then sound again. To shut off the alarm, slide the ALARM ON/OFF SWITCH (2) to OFF position.
BATTERY BACK UP (Battery Not Included)

In the event of a power failure, this unit will automatically switch to a battery stand-by circuit when batteries installed. Open the BATTERY COMPARTMENT on the bottom of the unit and install two AAA batteries. Under battery operation, the clock will keep the time running and the alarm will sound at the preset time. Only the clock display will not light to save battery energy.

WARNING

· The apparatus shall not be exposed to dropping or splashing and that no objects filled with liquids, such as vases, shall be placed on the apparatus.

· The mains plug shall remain readily operable when the plug is connected into a power outlet.
· Under the environment with electrostatic discharge, the unit may malfunction and require user to reset the unit.
